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Tokai Nature Trail
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Starting from Kagosaka Pass, located on the southern side of Yamanakako
Village, this hiking course connects Mt.Obora, Mt. Mikuni, and Mikuni Pass.
Depart from Koryu Plaza Kirara, and in about 35 minutes, you’ll reach Panora-
madai, a stunning view point on the eastern side of the lake. While admiring
the fields of pampas grasslands, continue from Mikuni Pass, where the bor-
ders of Yamanashi, Kanagawa, and Shizuoka prefectures meet, towards Mt.
Mikuni. Enjoy a pleasant forest bath as you listen to the chirping of wild birds
and pass through groves of beech and Japanese oak trees (mizunara), heading
towards Azami-daira. From there, walk about 40 minutes through an other-
worldly atmosphere of forest to arrive at the Kagosaka Pass bus stop.
Depending on the season, you can enjoy various flowers and the chirping of
wild birds along the way.
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From the Yamanakako Koryu Plaza Kirara, head towards Mt. Ishiwari and follow the signs towards Mt.
Hirao and Mt. Ohira. After about 30 minutes of walking through a natural forest, you’ll come to a ridge
trail that connects Mt. Ishiwari, Mt. Hirao, and Mt. Ohira. Take the left turn at this junction. It takes
about 40 minutes from Mt. Hirao, where you can enjoy views of Mt. Fuji and Lake Yamanaka, to Mt.
Ohira. If you continue along the Tokai Nature Trail towards Mt. limori and Mt. Nagaike, enjoying a forest
bath and the changing views of Mt. Fuji and Lake Yamanaka, and follow the sign to the right towards
the Harimomi Pure Forest, you’ll arrive at Hana-no-Miyako Park.

Mt. Ohira is located directly north of the lake, and the breathtaking views of Lake Yamanaka below and
Mt. Fuji up close are absolutely stunning. If you start from Hana-no-Miyako Park, even beginners can
enjoy a relaxing hike and the liberating feeling of being surrounded by nature's spectacular scenery.
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Yamanakako Community Plaza Kirara

As you reach the ridgeline on the Tokai Nature Trail from
Kanagawa, a dramatic and stunning view suddenly opens up
before your eyes. Known or its stunning wild grasslands, you will
see unique grass species along with wild birds such as the
chestnut-eared bunting, Africaan stonechat, black-browed reed
warbler, and Latham’s snipe.
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The entrance to the Mt. Ishiwari Hiking Course is marked by a torii gate. From there, you’ll climb 403
stone steps. If you continue along the hiking trail to the 8th station, you'll come across the Ishiwari
Shrine, a power spot where a giant rock sits majestically. It is said that passing through the crevice of
the rock three times brings good fortune. From the shrine, it's another 20 minutes of climbing to the
summit. At the top of Mt. Ishiwari, you'll see a stunning view of Mt. Fuji right in front of you and Lake
Yamanaka down below, offering a refreshing sense of accomplishment.
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Ishiwari-jinja Shrine is located at the 8th stage of
Mt. Ishiwari and is said to be the site of the legend
of "Amano-Iwato" mentioned in the Kojiki (Records
of Ancient Matters) from ancient times.

A Mt.Fuji Iookout point located to the east of Lake Yamanakako.
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This course extends along the border between Yamanashi and Kanagawa prefectures. Starting from Koryu
Plaza Kirara, you’ll reach Mt. Takazasu in about 60 minutes. From there, pass through Kiridoshi Pass and
continue on a trail with ups and downs for about an hour and a half, enjoying a forest bath as you head
toward Mt. Myojin. The Panoramadai, located halfway up Mt. Myojin, is a popular spot for viewing Mt. Fuji.
This course allows you to fully immerse yourself in
nature, with breathtaking views of Mt. Fuji, bird-
watching, and wild mountain plants.
